The RRRC uses a combination of new and existing technology to process
recyclables, green waste and FOGO waste on the one site, which is
unigue in Australia. It also incorporates an Education Centre with viewing

Since commencement in 2001, the RRRC has processed 2.7 million
tonnes of household domestic waste, produced 1.2 million tonnes of
products for re-use, and diverted almost 1.8 million tonnes of waste
from landfill at a consistent rate of 65%, significantly above many other
local governments in Perth and ahead of state government targets.

SMRC Chairman Councillor Doug Thompson said the SMRC are
honoured to be recognised for 20 years’ operation of the Regional
Resource Recovery Centre (RRRC). “It is the cooperative approach of
the member Councils of the SMRC that has allowed the vision to be

SHREDDER HELPS IMPROVE
FOGO PROCESSING

A slow-speed shedder is the latest equipment acquired to help
process a significant proportion of Perth’s Food Organic and
Garden Organic (FOGO) waste.

The Southern Metropolitan Regional Council (SMRC) processes
waste from the newly-introduced FOGO bins at its Regional
Resource Recovery Centre (RRRC) in Canning Vale.

The shredder was purchased earlier this year with a $250K
contribution awarded from the Waste Authority’s 2020
WasteSorted grants.

Once passed through the shredder, the waste is screened to
remove any unwanted contamination.

Once the FOGO materials has undergone pre-processing at the
RRRC Waste Composting Facility, it is sent to external FOGO
composting partner, Purearth where it is composted over the next
two months and turned into various products.

The compost is certified under Australian standards, and available
for purchase from retail outlets throughout the state.

The RRRC is currently transitioning its Waste Composting facility
into a FOGO processing one. Once complete, it will provide
approximately 50% of the projected processing capacity required
for the Perth metropolitan area FOGO roll out.

City of Melville residents can apply for a 50% rebate of up to $100
for either the hire or purchase of cloth nappies.

The City of Fremantle and Town of East Fremantle cloth nappy
rebates will be available in the 2022-2023 financial year.

To be eligible for the rebate, you must first attend a cloth nappy
workshop run by The Nappy Guru facilitated by the City of Melville,
the City of Fremantle or the Town of East Fremantle.

This is to ensure you have the information and support needed to
successfully transition to using cloth nappies. Please bring photo ID
with your name and address for proof of residence. The registration
fee is $7.70, with $5.00 to be refunded to successful cloth nappy
rebate applicants on top of the cloth nappy rebate amount.

Once material from the lime-green topped FOGO bins is pre-
processed at the Regional Resource Recovery Centre (RRRC),

it is sent to external FOGO composting partners, Purearth and
GO Organics where it is composted over the next two months
via windrows. Purearth and GO Organics use Composted FOGO
material in products, blending approximately 30% of screened
composted FOGO material with their other composted materials,
to make a range of products, such as compost, mulch or soil
improver, available on a wholesale and retail basis.
